 DNMS (0 – 60 points)


· The poster is not decorated, nor does it represent anything close to the idea of a self- concept. 

· The quality is simply not there; the project appears to be thrown together rather than thoughtfully created.

· The poster has less than the minimum six items assigned; items may be confusing or inappropriate.

· The presentation was mumbled, rushed, or inappropriate for a classroom setting. The speaker made no attempt to engage the audience with making eye contact, story-telling or projecting his/her voice; no attempt to present a sense of self, personality or character was made, resulting in a careless product. 

MEETS (70 points)

· The poster is decorated to some degree, attempting to represent an identity with self.

· The quality is mediocre; some effort was made; however, the product could use improvement.

· The poster includes the minimum content of items assigned. Some items may be messy.
· The presentation was good, but not shining. The audience had to work to determine the personality or character of the speaker. The speaker attempted to engage the audience by showing interest or enthusiasm; however, eye contact and voice projection were minimal.

EXCEEDS (100 points)

· The poster and/or its decoration is original, visually appealing, and exceptionally done, clearly communicating the speaker’s personality and character. 

· The poster represents high quality work; items are thoughtfully chosen to meet and exceed parameters of the assignment; the speaker thought “outside the box” to accomplish a well-planned product.

· The speaker made constant eye contact with his/her audience, enhancing his/her presentation with humor, story telling, or intensity; the overall presentation was nothing less than entertaining, fun and telling of the speaker’s personality.
