· The writing is engaging; elicits a response from the reader, compels the reader to read on;

· The writer’s tone is appropriate for the audience and situation/purpose;

· The writer has used many tools including details that show what they mean, metaphors and figurative language to develop his/her ideas;

· The essay is free of technical errors;

· Most importantly, the reader gets a very real sense of who the applicant is, what he/she values, has to offer to the college, etc. 

· The writer’s personality/character comes through in their essay.
