OTHELLO ASSIGNMENT:

Read the play.  There are quizzes for each act.  

Students in class have been instructed/ encouraged to use Sparknotes to help them understand the difficult language of Othello, which we are reading in class.  Test on ACT III on Monday.  Students can use any handwritten notes they make on the test.  (not printouts.)  Ive encouraged them to bullet/list important events and characters in their notes, modeling after the written assignment they had in class:

A:  Othello review, Act I and Act II
     Students list 10 bullet points:  most important events of Act I

B:  Dear Diary...
     Students assume the role of any MAJOR character from the play (Desdemona/Othello/Iago/ Roderigo/ Cassio/ Montano/ Emilia.)  Students write a one page, journal style diary entry, ( full page, do not double space) as if it were the evening of the last day of Act II.   The diary entry should do the following:
     *  Sum up the events from the start of the play from the point of view/ perspective of the character, containing only the information that that character would know.
     *  In the persona of the chosen character, reveal "your" feelings about events.
· Make predictions- state what you believe/expect (or want) to happen in the near future.
