Othello – The Interpretation Assignment
As you write your MODERN interpretation ( or Caveman/ Egyptian/ Victorian – aka find an iconic era and stick to it – Era version) of ONE scene from Othello, keep in mind the following:

· Each scene should contain about 5 minutes of dialogue.

· Dialogue should fit the setting you’ve chosen.

· Action/ plotline should not diverge significantly from the original, unless you obtain prior permission from Ms. Nelson before making said changes.
· You may not, at any time, eliminate characters from your scene

You MAY work with TWO people other than yourself on this project.  

I.  OUTLINE:  100 pts.


Create a list – ten bullet points (approx.) of the most important features that need

 to occur in your scene.   Be sure that you 

· Don’t “drop the ball” on important action from the previous scene

· Remember to include forshadowing for the following scenes.

II.  SCRIPT:  100 pts.


Word process your dialogue.  Follow the appropriate format for scriptwriting.

Your script MUST include the following:
· Scene title/ description, including time & place (setting)

· Dialogue for all characters in Shakespeare’s version, labeled w/ names

· Action/ stage direction  (parenthetical – initial/ internal)

GOAL:  First group starts with Act I, Sc. 1 and reads their script in round table format (having provided copies for each of the other groups) OR acts out their script, performing action of characters themselves. 

As soon as the first group finishes, the second group reads their script/ acts out scene.  Groups continue until all groups are finished.  Result should be:  Reduced Othello Remix (approx. 1 hour +) with rotating settings.  Plotline should sequence regardless of “version” changes.  Presentation of scene is 100 pts.
